2023 TENOR WORKSHOP

During this session we will explore different grips, playing posture and explore physical positioning methods to display time signatures 

(visual aids will be provided). We will look at how to add variety to simple scores.

During this session we will work on stick control exercises. We will apply visuals and rudiments together including triplet and paradiddles, 

exploring accents and light/shade playing. We will look at how to use different drum voices to accompany snare lines.

During this session we will share fundamentals of developing visuals and stick control with a high impact warm up. 

During this session we will learn some of the most difficult flourishing movements with an in depth tutorial behind each flourish. (Bring 

your camera phones!)

Having explored difficult visuals in this session we will progress into combination methods and applying them in scores. We will also discuss 

scoring for all level bands, and take an in depth look at how bass sections and solo players are judged.
